We will advise you how to make payment when we email with selection details. 
NOTE : Submissions should not be made until Monday 19th June (earlier 
emails may be missed).

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 

All artwork (paintings, mixed media art, photography, ceramics) must be original, 
produced by the entrant and inspired by the nature reserve. If your work is for sale 
please note that he selling price must include 20% commission for the gallery. 
Selection will be made by the exhibition team from the jpegs of submitted work 
following receipt of the entry form. Please note that the selection process cannot 
guarantee that all work will be accepted. Please keep a copy of your entry details 
(especially selling price). 

We will need your Entry Form and images by Friday 14th July. Selection and 
allocation is a time-consuming procedure and we need all the information in good 
time for publicity material. We aim to advise all artists about selection of work by 
24th July. 

Delivery & Collection 
The exhibition will run from 10th August to 9th September. Artists will be responsible 
for delivery of their own artwork to VAC Gallery at Barons Quay (opposite Wildwood) 
on Mon 7th August (1030 - 1400).  

Collection of artwork will be on Monday 11th / Tuesday 12th September from 1030 - 
1300 each day. 

Display 
Unless your work is 3D or box canvas it will need to be framed - or mounted on 
suitably sturdy mounting board. We cannot accept unmounted or unframed artwork.  

All artists will be requested to supply a display label in a specified format for each 
painting (we will email blank labels to all artists). 

Please ensure that your work has your name on the back (we will need to be able to 
identify work that becomes separated from its display label). 

Insurance / Sale 
All works displayed will be at the artist’s own risk and should, if required, be insured 
by the artist. In the event of a sale, VAC will contact the artist and advise on the 
method of payment.  

Please note: A commission of 20% for sold work will be paid to the Visual Arts 
Cheshire. This should be factored into the price which you specify on the entry form. 
If your work is not for sale please write NFS in the Selling Price box of the entry form.
